2004 yilinda Begiim Gokmen tarafindan
kurulan ve faaliyetlerini bugline dek kesintisizce strdirmeyi
basaran, Tlrkiye'nin ilk ve en uzun soluklu bakir nefesli
beslisinden sz ediyoruz: Andante dergisinin 2014'te
besincisini diizenledigi Donizetti Klasik Miizik Odiillerinde
Yilin Oda MUzigi Toplulugu kategorisinde, birincilik 6duline
layik gortlmeleri bosuna degil; her biri alaninda usta birer
muizisyen; solistliklerinin yaninda deneyimli birer orkestra
elemani ve egitimci olan bes seckin mizisyenin gug birligiyle
olusan bu topluluk, yurt igindeki sayisiz konserin yani sira
yurt disinda, en prestijli organizasyonlarda da, Ulkemizi en iyi
sekilde temsil ediyor.

Bir¢cok bestecimize verdikleri siparislerle
sagladiklart motivasyon bir yanda, uzun yillardir “egitim
konserleri” bashgi altinda strdurdikleri, yaygin ve geng
kitleleri mizikle bulusturma, yetistirme amacli faaliyetleri
diger yanda, mizigin toplumsallasma adina ne denli degerli
bir alan oldugunu vurgulamaktan geri durmuyorlar.

While chamber music is readily associated with violins,
piano, and violoncello, when winds, and brass winds
in particular, are concerned, a group of three to five



instruments, as if they have mustered the full force of a large
orchestra, is usually expected to sound thunderous; and that
is why a brass winds quintet, as a chamber music ensemble
that can shake a vast hall with stentorian tones, has a
distinct place in the world of music. Still, especially when the
performers have the required mastery, these instruments
can also produce the tenderest, the most fragile, and clear
tones, creating a glowing texture of sound, as this is within
the means of this kind of ensemble only, its distinctive mark.

In fact, this is what the Golden Horn Brass (GHB)

ensemble has been doing, and this is why it is the leading
representative, a source of pride in this area, for our country
for more than a decade. Founded by Begiim Gékmen in 2004
and having continued its activities without any interruption
since then, the ensemble is the first and the longest-running
brass wind quintet in Turkey. So it is not surprising that the
ensemble was awarded the first place in the Chamber Music
Ensemble of the Year Category at the Donizetti Classical
Music Awards organized for the fifth time in 2014 by Andante
magazine. The quintet formed by five distinguished musicians,
each a master in their respective fields, and orchestra
members and educators, besides being soloists, has given
numerous concerts in Turkey and represented our country in
the best way in the most prestigious organizations abroad.

They are playing for those who can give an affirmative
answer to the question if music can change one’s perception
of the world. The ensemble, composed of two trumpets, a
French horn, a trombone and a tuba, has a very colorful and
varied repertoire: they display a multiplicity cutting across
all boundaries with baroque, classical, jazz, and pop music,
along with sophisticated arrangements of folk melodies,

but always taking care to present a deliberately chosen,
coherent collection. Besides motivating many composers

by commissioning works, they carry out activities to
popularize music among wider and young audiences through
“education concerts”, thus continuously emphasizing the
value of music in socialization.

Not limiting their responsibility to performing their music

in the best way possible, they take every opportunity to
convey messages about the future of our earth, our duties
and responsibilities; they find it important to establish a
deep relationship with the environment we live in —building
connections between the city, music, youth and environment
—and they use their breath to this end.

Now, they are blowing the winds for us!
