Conservatory of Mimar Sinan University, where he studied
under Prof. Resit Erzin, in 1991. Having worked as solo
cellist at the Istanbul State Opera and Ballet Orchestra for
28 years, Eriskin served as the principal violoncello at the
Akbank Chamber Orchestra for 12 years and as cello soloist
at the Borusan Philharmonic for 4 years.

Associate Professor Talia Ozlem Baltacilar (piano) studied
under Segil Akdil at the State Conservatory of Dokuz Eyll
University and was awarded early graduation in 2000.
